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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

A year ago we formally introduced the new parish leadership structure through a pulpit 
announcement and a published booklet.  Since that time, we have worked to fully implement that 
plan, fill vacancies on the Pastoral Council and in other ministries, and to evaluate how well we have 
met our goals of better communication and improved attention to the many wants and needs of our 
parish. 

This publication captures the efforts and changes of the past year.  You will see the division of the 
Caring and Family Life Ministries Council into two separate Councils and the creation of an 
Evangelization Council.  We have welcomed several new members to the Pastoral Council and some 
individuals have taken on different roles.  Membership now includes a representative from Sts. Joan 
of Arc & Patrick School. 

We published a Year-End Report for 2008 in order to highlight the many events and 
accomplishments of our parish and school.  It provided both transparency into the activities of the 
parish and also will serve as a history of our work and worship as a faith community. 

The now nine Sub-Councils are in the process of creating or revising bylaws to formalize how they 
operate.  Council members and ministry heads contributed to the launch of the new website, which 
went live the beginning of July.  Social Council established a social calendar with regular monthly 
fellowship events and expanded the parish festival.  Efforts continue in areas such as strengthening 
Pro-life ministry in Kokomo, updating and publishing a Ministry booklet, and making our liturgies 
even more beautiful and prayerful. 

While it will always in some sense be a work in progress, we are pleased with what we have been 
able to accomplish so far and we look forward to the vision that God has in store for our parish, for 
“all things are possible for God.” (Mark 10:27)

The St. Joan of Arc Pastoral Council serves as an 
advisory body to the Pastor.  The Council’s primary 
responsibility is to serve and to represent the 
members of the parish in the area of pastoral life.  
The Pastoral Council is responsible for assisting the 
Pastor in setting a vision for the parish that is true to 
the wants and needs of parishioners as a whole.  In 
responding to the needs of the parish, the Pastoral 
Council, in whole or in part, also acts as a resource 
for the Pastor by working on various projects that 
contribute to this vision. 

The Council membership is shown below and is made 
up of the Pastor, Officers, nine members who each 
chair one of the sub-councils, a youth representative, 
liaisons from the parish staff and Sts. Joan of Arc & 
Patrick School, and at-large members.  Current 
council membership stands at thirteen with two open 
positions, and is shown on the next page.  Fathers 
David Hasser and Dan Duff and Deacon Ron Morrow 
are ex-officio members. 

 

 

 

 

Members are appointed by the Pastor.  Council 
members or other parishioners may recommend 
individuals for consideration.  Each council member 
must be a registered parishioner and a practicing 
Catholic.  The Pastoral Council currently meets on 
the third Monday of each month at 6:00 pm.  
Meetings are open to parishioners, although the Chair 
reserves the right to limit attendance to council 
members only during the discussion of confidential 
topics.  Please kindly inform the Chair prior to 
attending a meeting (preferably a minimum of one 
week) if you would like to propose an item for 
discussion. 

The Pastoral Council acts as the center of 
communication between all of parish ministry and 
leadership.  All areas are represented so that everyone 
hears the same information and can contribute to the 
discussion.  The chart below is intended to show the 
various communication paths.  Each sub-council is 
described in the following pages.  
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We envision St. Joan of Arc as an inviting and welcoming faith community, central to our 
lives.  We encourage the active support and involvement of all our members as we seek to 

live the Gospel through worship, life-long formation, service, mutual support and 
commitment to outreach and social justice.

The next page shows the Christian Formation Council ministries that are currently offered by the parish.  
Christian formation includes both education in the truths of the Catholic faith and growth in an individual’s 
relationship with God.  The Christian Formation Council ministries offer opportunities for the continual 
conversion of spiritual lives to people with a variety of interests and educational desires.  Everyone is 
encouraged to learn more about our faith and how to make our Lord the foundation of all of our relationships:  
spousal, family, within the parish, and in the larger community. 

A brief description of ministries included in this council is given below: 

Contacts are provided for each area of Christian Formation offered by the parish. Please prayerfully consider 
participating in one or more areas offered in order to build your own relationship with Christ and to help lead 
others to Him. 

The goal of the Christian Formation Council is to assist 
St. Joan of Arc Parish in becoming a community that truly sees the Lord as 
the cornerstone of our lives and to provide structured opportunities to learn 

how to be more like Him. 
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�� K-8 Religious Education includes religious formation 
and sacramental preparation for Catholic children. 

�� Adult Faith Formation  offers opportunities to further 
the faith life of our adult community through prayer, 
discussion, and scripture study.  Included in this ministry 
are F.I.R.E. classes and the Catholic Family Initiative, as 
well as a developing Men’s Faith Formation ministry. 

�� Marriage Preparation – Our parish offers 
opportunities for engaged couples to learn how to keep 
God as the center of their relationships and family 
planning decisions.  Volunteer married couples serve as 
sponsor couples and presenting couples during Pre-Cana 
weekends.  All couples are invited to learn the benefits of 
Natural Family Planning. 

�� Secular Franciscan Order - Adults, 18 years and 
older, are invited to attend the meetings to follow Jesus 
Christ, revealed in the Holy Scriptures and modeled by St. 
Francis.  Totally filled with the love of Christ, his rule for 
lay people emphasizes living the Gospel life, fraternal 
community, and faithfulness to the Church. 

�� The Rites of Christian Initiation for Adults and 
Children (RCIA/RCIC)  are the process by which 
non-Catholics age 7 and older, whether they are 
baptized or not, are initiated into the Catholic Church. 

�� Focolare is open to all who want to introduce the 
Gospel into their daily lives and live out the message by 
loving neighbor and thus attaining union with God, 
fulfilling Jesus’ last prayer to the Father: “May they all 
be one.” (John 17:31) 

�� Legion of Mary:  Parishioners involved in this group 
assist the Pastor in ways he deems worthy.  Activities 
include visits and prayers with those in nursing homes, 
distributing Holy Communion to nursing homes and 
visits to those who are homebound. 

�� Christ Renews His Parish for women (19 and older) 
is a process of spiritual renewal that provides 
opportunities for deep personal conversion.  The 
weekend retreat culminates with an invitation to 
continue personal growth and a formation period 
leading to team ministry of the next retreat. 

�� Monthly and/or periodic correspondence to inform 
the members of the various Christian Formation 
ministries of current events and concerns of the 
Parish, as well as providing a voice for those 
ministries to inform the Parish Council of their own  
concerns and actions. 

 

�� Recruiting new members to each ministry and 
encouraging the parish to volunteer and participate

The vision for our council is to be 
an inwardly and outwardly self-evangelizing parish. 

What is Evangelization? 
“Evangelizing means bringing the Good News of Jesus into every human situation and seeking 
to convert individuals and society by the divine power of the Gospel itself.”  (Go and Make 
Disciples 10) 
 
Evangelization moves in two directions.  First, it moves inwardly as the faithful continue 
receiving the Gospel, nurturing it, and growing in holiness by ongoing conversion.  And second, 
evangelization is an outward movement in addressing those who have not heard the Gospel, 
those who have heard it but stopped practicing their faith, and those who seek full communion 
among Christians.  (Go and Make Disciples 23) 
 
Conversion means change.  Change in our lives brought about by the Holy Spirit as we reject 
sin and move to become more faithful disciples by “putting on the mind of Christ.”  (Go and 
Make Disciples 12) 

 

This is crucial: we must be converted — and we must continue to be converted!  We 
must let the Holy Spirit change our lives!  We must respond to Jesus Christ.  And we 
must be open to the transforming power of the Holy Spirit who will continue to 
convert us as we follow Christ.  If our faith is alive, it will be aroused again and 
again as we mature as disciples.  (Go and Make Disciples 14)

The United States Bishops have identified specific categories of people that need to be evangelized:  
“Active”, “Sometimes”, “Inactive”, “Other”.  The Evangelization council is structured around these 
four committee’s as described below. 

As pointed out by the Bishops, each group is different and therefore the manner in which the Good 
News comes to them is diverse.  In our parish, there are programs or ministries already in place to 
reach some of these groups.  As a council, we are finding ways to reach out to each of these four 
groups.  We are a new council, only being formed in March 2009; however, we have many great ideas 
and have hit the ground running. 

Through our Catholic Home Coming Initiative, we will ask parishioners to ask their fallen away family 
and friends to come back home to the Church.  This Initiative began in May 2009 with our Matthew 
Kelly’s Rediscovering Catholicism book give-away, followed by four separate book discussions in 
June and July. The purpose for the book giveaway was threefold:  to inspire and educate people about 
Catholicism; to encourage them to take one step closer to God each day and go deeper in their own 
spirituality; to get more involved in their parish.  Ultimately we wanted people to share this book with 
others – to begin the behavior of evangelization.  This renewed enthusiasm and knowledge would 
naturally lead into our events in August and September of beginning to find ways to invite our loved 
ones back to the Church.  In October and November we will begin to reach out to those who have 
opened their hearts to come back with the opportunity of fellowship and knowledge through informal 
meeting sessions.  We are also planning weekly activities for Advent.  Please contact Jan Marrah in the 
parish office if you would like to be part of this exciting program or one of the Evangelization 
committees.

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The purpose of Family Life Ministry is to promote spiritually healthy families by developing and coordinating 
programs and services that directly enrich, support and minister to families in all stages of development and in 
all their diverse forms.   
 
Primary among the ministries that serve all families, from newlyweds to those whose children are grown, is the 
Holy Family Catholic Conference.  A joint effort with St. Patrick, the conference has been held annually in May 
since 2007.  It features nationally-known speakers, spiritual enrichment through Mass, Adoration, reconciliation 
and prayer, and Saturday evening concerts and light-hearted entertainment.  The conference offers separate age-
appropriate speakers and activities for children, including junior high and high school youth. 
 
Our priests and those seminarians assigned to St. Joan of Arc and St. Patrick for the summer host an annual 
cookout in June to celebrate Father’s Day.  Included with a tasty dinner are keynote speakers who address a 
variety of themes relevant to today’s fathers. 
 
Financial Peace University is offered periodically to those who might be struggling financially or who just want 
to explore a Gospel-oriented approach to personal finances. 
 
Mom’s Ministry is the single largest component of Family Life ministries currently offered at St. Joan of Arc.  
Designed to support mothers from pregnancy through the years they are raising their children, Mom’s Ministry 
brings together women who can provide friendship, support and advice to one another.  Through a variety of 
fundraising activities throughout the year, including the annual Style Show, Mom’s Ministry also reaches out by 
providing material assistance to Sts. Joan of Arc & Patrick School and to other ministries in the Church and in 
the community that support families.�

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�� The Finance Council assists and advises the Pastor concerning the administration of parish goods, 
consistent with Canon Law, and the stewardship of fiscal resources. (Refer to Canon Law #537).  

�� The Finance Council currently meets on the third Monday of each month at 7:30 to review financial 
matters that pertain to the parish.  Meetings are open to parishioners, although the Chair reserves the right 
to limit attendance to council members only during the discussion of confidential topics.  Please kindly 
inform the Chair a minimum of two days prior to attending a meeting if you would like to propose an item 
for discussion. 

�� Members are selected by the Pastor. Referrals for membership are appreciated. 
�� Communications to council members & Parish Leadership are via meeting minutes & E-mail. 

Communications to the parish are via the weekly bulletin & Voices. 
�� Within the Finance Council are several committees that focus on specific areas.  The information below 

shows the committees, members and a summary of the area of concern for each. 
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The Planning Council’s mission is to provide St. Joan of Arc Parish with direction and plans to address parish 
growth, including the areas of ministries, personnel, and facilities.  The plans look ahead 18 months to five 
years and more in the future. 

The council first develops an understanding of the current status of the parish with respect to ministries, 
personnel and facilities.  The council then identifies the current or anticipated needs and researches options to 
address each.  Recommendations for viable projects are made to the Pastor for approval.  Finally, the council 
develops detailed plans for those projects that are approved 
and provides oversight during the implementation. 

Planning Council consists of twelve members who are 
determined through a discernment process and serve a 
three-year term.  Unfilled openings may be filled through 
appointment by the Pastor.  Potential members may be 
recommended to the Council Chair for consideration.  The 
Planning Council currently stands at six members with six 
openings.

Planning Council currently meets on the fourth Monday of each month at 7:00 p.m.  Meetings are open to 
parishioners, although the Chair reserves the right to limit attendance to council members only during the 
discussion of confidential topics.  Ad-hoc committees are formed for particular tasks and meet as needed.

The Planning Council seeks not only to address the practical needs of St. Joan of Arc Parish now and into 
the future but also recognizes in those practical needs its role in building up the Church as the Body of 
Christ.  The individuals that serve in this capacity offer us the opportunity to unite in our efforts to discern 
the will of God for us and then carry it out, thus becoming the spiritual house built of living stones that 
Saint Peter speaks of, with the hope of the good servant:  “Master, you gave me five talents. See, I have 
made five more.”  His master said to him, “Well done, my good and faithful servant. Since you were 
faithful in small matters, I will give you great responsibilities. Come, share your master's joy.”  Mt 20b-21 
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�� Created the Case For Action that resulted in our 
move from Markland Avenue to South Dixon Road 

�� Formed the Steering Committee that planned the 
renovation of our building and grounds from office 
building to worship space, parish offices and 
school 

�� Maintenance of  a site plan encompassing current 
and future building and grounds projects 

�� Hosted listening sessions and compiled, presented 
and followed up on the results 

�� Initiated an evangelization effort that resulted in 
the formation of the Evangelization Council

All who are made sons and daughters of God by 
baptism and faith should come together to praise 
God in the midst of His Church and to actively 
participate with both mind and heart in the Divine 
Sacrifice of the Mass.   True active participation is 
an interior act of making ourselves fully present at 
the Sacrifice of the Mass.  We unite ourselves with 
Christ’s Sacrifice and offer ourselves to our 
heavenly Father, being fully open and receptive to 
the graces which flow from His Sacrifice. What is 
necessary for everyone, whether sitting in the 
pews or exercising some liturgical role, is the 
interior awareness of what is being celebrated in 
the Mass.  Through various liturgical roles, the 
Worship Council assists our brothers and sisters 
to enter more effectively into their own “full, 
conscious and active participation”. 

The Mass requires the efforts of many volunteers 
to fill various liturgical functions.  On a given 
weekend with five Masses, nearly 100 individuals 
(plus choir members) are needed to greet, usher, 
serve at the altar, read, distribute Holy 
Communion and lead the congregation in song.  
These individuals spend time before Mass 
preparing themselves and the worship space.  
Many also assist afterwards to insure the worship 
space and sacristy have been put back in order. 

The cantors, choirs, and musicians foster the 
active and conscious participation of the faithful 
through leading those gathered in singing hymns, 
psalms and liturgical responses.  Sacristans 
provide genuine liturgical functions by carefully 

arranging the liturgical books, 
vestments, sacred vessels, 
and the gifts of bread and 
wine for each Mass.  The 
altar servers help the priest to 
celebrate the Sacred Liturgy 
smoothly and elegantly. 

Readers assist the priest and faithful attending the 
Mass by proclaiming the Scripture passages in a 
clear and effective manner.  Extra-Ordinary 
Ministers of Holy Communion (EMHC) assist the 
priest in distributing the most precious Body and 
Blood of our Savior, Jesus Christ.  Greeters and 
ushers welcome parishioners and visitors to Mass, 
facilitate offertory and provide assistance with 
seating and other special needs.  Those who 
assist with Liturgy of the Word for Children provide 
our youngest members with age-appropriate 
instruction in the weekly readings. 

The Art and Environment team ensures the 
worship space is decorated in a manner that 
enhances prayer and worship.  Adoration 
coordinators provide opportunities for the faithful 
to participate in Eucharistic adoration on a weekly 
or monthly basis. 

The Worship Council is led by Father Hasser, 
liaison to Liturgy, and Bridget Whitmore, Chair.  
Council members are self-selected or personally 
asked to serve by the Chair or Father Hasser.  
The Council is composed of persons who lead 
and direct the sub-committees shown on the 
following page. 

The function of this Council is to bring the liturgy 
participants/groups together to plan our parish 
liturgical events in three month increments.  The 
Council provides an efficient means for Father 
Hasser to plan out the liturgy with all necessary 
participants at the quarterly meetings.  This allows 
for more integrated communication, planning, and 
evaluation of the liturgy.  Council meetings are 
open to all parishioners.  Please kindly inform the 
Chair prior to attending a meeting if you would like 
to propose an item for discussion.

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The mission of the Youth and Young Adult Council is to fulfill the gospel mandate to go and make disciples (cf. 
Mat 28:19) of the youth and young adults of the parish.  The National Conference of Catholic Bishops, in their 
1997 document Renewing the Vision: A Framework for Catholic Youth Ministry, identifies three goals which 
provide direction to our mission as we travel the road of discipleship with our young people: 

1. To empower young people to live as disciples of Jesus Christ in our world today. 
2. To draw young people to responsible participation in the life, mission and work of the Catholic faith 

community. 

3. To foster the total personal and spiritual growth of each young person. 

At the heart of youth ministry is the affirmation of the faith, gifts, energy and fresh ideas of young people. To 
that end, Renewing the Vision identifies eight components to be used as a framework in guiding our efforts: 
advocacy, catechesis, community life, evangelization, justice & service, leadership development, pastoral care 
and prayer & worship.  Youth, under the guidance and supervision of adults, are encouraged to plan and lead 
activities and events as well as to learn how to minister to each other.   
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Within the Youth and Young Adult Council are several smaller councils which focus on specific activities and 
events. Leaders of these councils meet weekly, monthly or quarterly and also communicate regularly via email or 
phone.  The Youth and Young Adult Council ministers to our youth in grades 6-12, those in college and young 
adults.  A wide variety of events and activities are offered, including:
