       In March of this year, the parish of St. Joan of Arc 
participated in a survey conducted by the Planning Council. Early 
in the survey were five questions pertaining to Faith Formation. 
92% of the respondents indicated that their spiritual needs were 
met by Prayer and Worship; however, only about 50% felt their 
needs were met in Educational Opportunities. Consistent with 
that response, 46% claim that they would participate more in 
Education Opportunities if they had more time.  Finally, less than 
10% indicated that they had participated in the F.I.R.E. courses - 
interpreted as not just a lack of interest in the F.I.R.E. program, 
but a lack of knowledge about the program. 
      Therefore, we would like to take an opportunity to remind 
members of the Parish of the many Educational Opportunities 
available and, in addition, further enlighten readers of the 
specifics of the F.I.R.E. program. Hopefully, familiarity of these 
programs will stimulate interest and participation. 

       F . I .R.E .  i s  an 
acronym for “Fan the 
F l am e,  In sp i r a t i on 
t h r ou g h  Re l i g i o u s 
Enrichment”. Developed 
by the Diocese, F.I.R.E. 
courses have been 

developed around the fundamental idea of providing solid 
formation opportunities at the parish level by qualified parish 
leaders. Therefore the Basic Certification Courses (and the 
Specialized Certification Courses) are given to the parishes to 
provide formation to adults, catechists, RCIA candidates and/or 
confirmation students in a manner that best fits the community 
life of the parish. In addition to these classes that are made 

available to all parishes in the diocese, we are also blessed to be 
able to offer all the Advanced and many of the Masters level 
courses because of theological training of our Coordinator of 
Adult Faith Formation.  In providing training to form leaders of 
the Parish, these courses also naturally serve to provide Christian 
formation for all parish members. Parish members may not be 
interested in becoming certified, but in looking at the course 
outlines, they will find it to be an excellent and stimulating 
source of furthering their own formation. The syllabus of 
courses being offered locally this fall include: Multiple 
Intelligences, Social Justice, Goal Setting & Mission Planning, 
Overview of Trinity, Prayer in the Classroom, Styles Functions 
& Models of Leadership, Catholic Identity, Classroom 
Management, Lesson Planning, Catechetical Process, Prayer, 
Overview of Christology, and The Art of Christian Listening (a 
complete list of the available classes as well as a short 
description of each class can be found on the diocesan web site, 
http://www.dol-in.org/Offices-and-Ministries/Catechesis/
Catechesis/Appendix-6-FIRE-Course-Index.aspx). Locally, the 
courses are offered at both Saint Joan of Arc and Saint Patrick 
parishes; classes are open to all regardless of parish affiliation.  
The recently completed summer F.I.R.E. classes were on 
Tuesdays; and to make it convenient, they were offered both in 
the morning from 9:30 to 11:30 am, and in the evening from 
7:00 to 9:00 pm.  Classes were usually taught by seminarians 
and clergy.  Next summer’s classes will also be available 
according to this schedule.  Beginning September 13, there will 
be weekly classes offered on Monday nights by our Coordinator 
of Adult Faith Formation; there will also be some opportunities 
to attend classes on Saturday mornings.  Schedules are available 
and the bulletin has the current and upcoming courses, plus the 
times and locations.

From January - June, SVDP served 260 families (697 people) with food and/or clothing. 
From February - April, SVDP helped 32 families with  rent, 23 with heating bills, and 15 with expenses.  
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Other Educational opportunities being offered throughout 
the year include: 
�� K-8 Religious Education – offered during the school 

year on Sundays from 10:30 to 11:45 am, offering a 
convenient opportunity for participants and their family 
to attend 9:00 or Noon Mass. 

�� Donuts & Doctrine – adult classes offered on Sundays 
from 10:30 to 11:45 am during the school year. 
Location varies between St. Joan of Arc and St. Patrick 
churches. These are stand-alone classes, covering 
various topics. 

�� IMPACT – High School teen’s group participating in 
various activities designed for social and Christian 
formation.  

�� Junior High & Middle School Youth Groups – again, 
meet at different times of the year depending upon the 
season. 

�� High School Summer Religious Ed – summer program 
for teens from 8th grade through graduated seniors. 

�� Kokomo Frassati Society – young adults age 18-35 
from both St. Joan of Arc and St. Patrick parishes. 
Participate in various planned activities, prayer, 
speakers and discussion. 

�� Catholic Family Initiative – Classes offered on 
Wednesday evenings, 6:30 to 8:00 pm. There are 
different offerings including classes for children, 
married couples, and adults. These are usually 6 week 
sessions offered both in the Fall and Winter. 

�� RCIA (Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults)/RCIC 
(Rite of Christian Initiation for Children) – process by 
which non-Catholics age 7 and older are initiated into 
the Catholic Church.  Classes are also open to those 
returning to the faith and those who want to know more 
about their faith.  Participants meet weekly for several 
months. Inquiry classes are also available. 

�� Men’s Faith Formation – several men’s small groups 
that meet weekly and are led by lay individuals. 
Meeting times and locations vary between groups. 

�� VBS (Vacation Bible School) – for children ages 5 to 
11 during a week in June. 

�� Church Missions – where guest speakers are present for 
2- or 3-night sessions, usually during Advent or Lent. 
Occasionally, separate missions are scheduled for the 
youth.  

�� Holy Family Catholic Conference – an annual 2-day 
conference in May, held at the Kokomo High School 
campus. This conference combines dynamic speakers, 
praise and worship, education and activities for all ages. 
In addition, it provides meals, opportunities for 
Confession, Adoration, socialization, and an 
opportunity to visit many vendors who have numerous 
sources of media and printed material for Christian 
formation and Spiritual growth.

�� Radio programs – hosted by Chad Grube and aired each 

Sunday morning at 9:30 on 99.7 FM (Shine 99) and 
consists of a 30-minute program on various subjects 
conducted with various guests. Recordings of these 
programs are also available at any time on the St. Joan 
of Arc website (http://saintjoan.org/index.php/radio-
program/). Mp3 disks are also made available at the 
conclusion of each year of new programming. 

�� Sermons – our website now also offers an archive of

�� Men’s Conferences (October 16, 2010) and Women’s 
Conferences (September 18, 2010) in Indianapolis – We 
organize trips to attend these events.  Speakers for the 
upcoming men’s conference include Archbishop 
Buechlein, Curtis Martin, Father Larry Richards, Kerry 
Fraser, and Father Richard Doerr.  Speakers at the 
women’s conference:  Msgr. Joseph Schaedel, Mother 
Assumpta Long, Barbara McGuigan, and Terry 
Polakovic. 

�� Various retreats – Periodically, retreats are offered for 
men, women, and youth groups.  The next retreat is for 
the men with Deacon Poyo - September 17-19. 

�� Pastoral Letters – Periodically written by our pastor, 
these are a great way to develop a deeper understanding 
and appreciation of our faith. 

�� Catechists Mornings of Reflection – Twice a year there 
is an opportunity on a Saturday morning to come 
together in prayer and guided meditation. 

�� Pilgrimages – These are offered for our spiritual growth 
both locally and abroad.  There is an annual Marian 
pilgrimage within a 2-3 hour radius of Kokomo each 
spring, and in the past there have been spiritual journeys 
to Rome, Poland, and the Holy Land.
